Vazeni Citatelia,

aj vysledky posledného Scitania obyvatelov, domov a bytov 2021 potvrdili, Ze
vacsSina obyvatelov na Slovensku zije v individualnych domacnostiach. Vynimkou su
osoby zijuce v kolektivnych alebo institucionalnych domacnostiach a ludia bez
domova.

V domacnostiach prebieha mnoho z Cinnosti, ktoré obyvatelia bezne vykonavaju.
Jednotlivé Cinnosti, ktoré su spojené s domacnostami, maju reprodukény, ekonomicky,
organizacny, emocionalny alebo socializacno-vychovny charakter.

VSetkych typov domacnosti sa tykaju iba €innosti ekonomickej alebo organizacnej
povahy. lde predovSetkym o hospodarenie domacnosti, dalej Cinnosti spojené
s byvanim, stravovanim, vofnoasovymi aktivitami a logistikou. Dnes sa vSak
v domacnostiach Coraz CastejSie vykonava aj €ast profesijnych ¢innosti a pracovnych
aktivit. S emocionalnou funkciou su zase spojené medziludské vztahy, ¢i uz v ramci
domacnosti, alebo vo vztahu kinym domacnostiam, ako su rodinné, priatelske,
susedské alebo obCianske vztahy.

Niektoré Cinnosti obyvatefov sa viazu len na tu ¢ast domacnosti, ktoré maju viac
Clenov, predovsetkym na rodiny. Ide o €innosti spojené s reprodukénou, emocionalnou
a socializacno-vychovnou funkciou. Sem mézeme zaradit vacsinu reprodukénych
procesov, vychovu a vzdelavanie deti, vnutrorodinné emocionalne a medziludskeé
vztahy.

Pocet domacnosti na Slovensku dlhodobo rastie, v povojnovom obdobi sa zvysil
viac ako dvojnasobne. Je to spojené hlavne s narastom poctu obyvatelov, ale aj so
znizovanim priemernej velkosti domacnosti, kedZe poet domacnosti rastie rychlejSim
tempom ako pocet obyvatelov.

Za posledné desatroCia sa vyrazne zvysil pocCet aj podiel domacnosti jednotlivcov.
Napriek tomu vacsinu domacnosti nadalej tvoria rodiny. Ich podoba sa v su€asnosti
meni, a to najma z hladiska Struktury a velkosti. Kedysi najpocCetnejSia skupina rodin,
zloZzena z manzelského paru a deti, je dnes v menSine. Pribudaju rodiny zaloZzené na
kohabitujucich paroch, rodiny bez deti aj neuplné (jednorodiCovské) rodiny. A vo
vSetkych typoch rodin prebieha atomizacia, spésobena predovsetkym mensim poctom
deti, ako aj menej Castym spoluzitim nuklearnej rodiny s ostatnymi pribuznymi.

Je preto velmi dolezité zistovat’ a analyzovat’ udaje o domacnostiach. Relevantné
udaje o pocte a Strukture domacnosti v kombinacii s byvanim, poctom a Strukturou
obyvatefov sa na Slovensku zistuju v sCitani obyvatelov. Napriek viacerym
metodologickym vplyvom existuje na Slovensku dlhy ¢asovy rad podrobnych
a porovnatelnych udajov o cenzovych domacnostiach. Druhym vyznamnym zdrojom
udajov o domacnostiach su vyberové zistovania, ktoré umoznuju ziskat informacie
z rdznych oblasti spolo¢enského a socialno-ekonomického Zivota. S€itania obyvatelov
aj vyberové zistovania v domacnostiach sa realizuju podla harmonizovanych metodik
v ramci Eurépskej unie, o umoznuje ich medzinarodné porovnavanie.

Ziskané udaje o domacnostiach su podkladom nielen na vypracovanie réznych
demografickych, socialnych a ekonomickych analyz a prognoz, ale su aj délezitym
zdrojom informacii pre rozhodovacie procesy a na tvorbu politik a opatreni na réznych
stupnoch riadenia krajiny.

Monotematické Cislo Casopisu Slovenska Statistika a demografia si kladie za ciel
poskytnut pohfad na domacnosti na Slovensku z viacerych aspektov s vyuZzitim
najnovSich dostupnych udajov. PrinaSa Styri vedecké a dva informativne clanky.
Metodologicky zamerany C¢lanok sa venuje zlozitej problematike ziskavania
udrzatelnych udajov o domacnostiach v ramci scCitani obyvatelov. Demografické
Clanky su zamerané na problematiku spoluzitia cenzovych domacnosti a na
oCakavany vyvoj poctu a Struktury cenzovych domacnosti do roku 2040. Zvy3né ftri
clanky maju ekonomické zameranie. Prvy sa venuje determinantom zadlZenosti
domacnosti, druhy informuje o u¢toch rozdelenia bohatstva, ktoré spajaju makro-
a mikroudaje o aktivach a pasivach domacnosti a treti je zamerany na mieru chudoby
a socialneho vyluc€enia v slovenskych domacnostiach.

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EDITORIAL
Dear readers,

the results of the last 2021 Population and Housing Census also confirmed the fact
that the majority of the population in Slovakia lives in individual households. The
exceptions are people living in collective or institutional households and the homeless
people.

Many of the activities commonly performed by residents take place in households.
Individual activities associated with households are reproductive, economic,
organizational, emotional or socio-educational.

Only economic or organizational activities apply to all types of households. This
primarily concerns household management, as well as activities associated with
housing, catering, leisure activities and logistics. However, nowadays, some
professional and work activities also take place in households more and more often.
Interpersonal relationships, whether within the household or in relation to other
households, such as family, friendship, neighborly or civic relationships, are associated
with the emotional function.

Some activities of the population are linked only to that part of households having
more members, especially families. These are activities associated with reproductive,
emotional and socio-educational functions. We can include most reproductive
processes, upbringing and education of children, intra-family emotional and
interpersonal relationships.

The number of households in Slovakia has been increasing for a long time, in the
post-war period it increased more than twice. This is mainly associated with the
increase in the number of inhabitants, but also with the decrease in the average size
of the household, since the number of households is growing at a faster rate than the
number of inhabitants.

The number and share of single-person households have increased significantly
over the past few decades. Nevertheless, the majority of households remain to be
made up of families. Their form is currently changing, especially in terms of structure
and size. The formerly most numerous family group, consisting of a married couple
and children, is now in the minority. Families based on cohabiting couples, families
without children and incomplete (single-parent) families are on an increase. And all
types of families are undergoing atomization, caused primarily by the smaller number
of children in families as well as the less frequent coexistence of the nuclear family
with other relatives.

It is therefore very important to collect and analyse household data. Relevant data
on the number and structure of households in combination with housing, the number
and structure of the population are collected in the population census in Slovakia.
Despite several methodological influences, there is a long time series of detailed and
comparable data on census households in Slovakia. The second important source
of household data are sample surveys, allowing to obtain information from various
fields of social and socio-economic life. Both population censuses and sample
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household surveys are carried out according to harmonised methodologies within the
European Union, enabling their international comparison.

The obtained household data serve as basis not only for the development of various
demographic, social and economic analyses and forecasts, but are also an important
source of information for decision-making processes and the creation of policies and
measures at various levels of the country’s governance.

The monothematic issue of the journal Slovak Statistics and Demography aims to
provide a view of households in Slovakia from several aspects using the latest
available data. It brings four scientific and two informative articles. The
methodologically oriented article deals with the complex issue of obtaining sustainable
data on households within the framework of population censuses. The demographic
articles focus on the issue of cohabitation of census households and the expected
development of the number and structure of census households until 2040. The
remaining three articles are economically oriented. The first article deals with the
determinants of household indebtedness, the second informs about the Distributional
Wealth Accounts, combining macro and microdata on household assets and liabilities,
and the third focuses on the level of poverty and social exclusion in the Slovak
households.
