Pri zostavovani Specialneho monotematického Cisla sme sa opierali o vysledky
najnovsej demografickej progndzy, ktora vznikla koncom minulého roka a ktora je
aktualizaciou kmernovej prognozy obyvatelstva zroku 2012 ako aj o aktivity
Eurostatu v oblasti demografického prognézovania, ktoré zastreSuje pracovna
skupina pre populacné projekcie.

Prepojenie  narodného a medzinarodného pohfadu na  demografické
progndzovanie zdéraznuje nadnarodny charakter populacného vyvoja ale aj niektoré
Specifické narodné Crty. Takyto pristup umoznuje ziskat pohlad na demograficku
buducnost  Slovenska v SirSich  suvislostiach.  Stredoeurépsky  kontext
demografického prognézovania sme chceli posilnit prostrednictvom prispevkov
z blizkeho zahranicia. Vzhladom na tradiciu a kvalitu demografickych prognoz ako aj
jazykovu blizkost sme oslovili viacerych &eskych demografov. Zial z dévodu ich
pracovnej zaneprazdnenosti sa nam nepodarilo ziskat do Specialneho Cisla Ziaden
¢lanok od ceskych kolegov.

KedZe predpoklady aj vysledky najnovSej progndézy obyvatelstva sa podrobne
prezentujd a analyzuji v samostatnej publikacii, jednotlivé ¢&lanky v tomto
monotematickom Cisle sa zameriavaju na niektoré Specifické aspekty buduceho
demografického vyvoja vyplyvajuceho z vysledkov prognézy. Ilde o projekcie
plodnosti a sobasSnosti v spojitosti s najvy$Sim dosiahnutym vzdelanim, faktory
neurcitosti pri prognézovani vyvoja migracie a spoloCenské vyzvy na najblizSie
desatrogia vyplyvajuce z demografického vyvoja. Sir§i (eurépsky) pohlad na
demografické prognézovanie poskytuju ¢lanky zamerané na demograficku
buddcnost Eurdpskej unie prostrednictvom prognéz Eurostatu a na novy pristup
k tvorbe projekcii obyvatelstva na urovni Eurépskej unie.

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EDITORIAL

Dear readers,

also in 2019, the scientific journal Slovak Statistics and Demography offers
a monothematic issue, this time focused on demographic projections and forecasts.
The main reason for choosing this topic is the persistence of the topicality of the
demographic issue and, above all, the seriousness of the demographic social
impacts awaiting us in the next decades and which are clearly predicted by the
demographic forecasts.

When drawing up the special monothematic issue, we relied on the results of the
latest demographic forecast produced at the end of last year, which is an update of
the basic population forecast from 2012, as well as on the activities of Eurostat in the
field of demographic forecasting, covered by the Working Group on Population
Projections.

The interconnection of the national and international perspective with the
demographic forecasting underlines the transnational character of population
development and some specific national features as well. This approach enables
to take a look at the demographic future of Slovakia in a wider context. We aimed
to strengthen the Central European context of demographic forecasting through
contributions from foreign countries. Given the tradition and quality of demographic
forecasts as well as the linguistic proximity we have addressed several Czech
demographers. Unfortunately, due to employment reasons, we have failed to obtain
from our Czech colleagues any article into this special issue.

Since both the assumptions and results of the latest population forecast are
presented in detail and analyzed in a separate publication, the individual articles in
this monothematic issue are focused on certain specific aspects of future
demographic development resulting from the forecast outcomes. These are the
projections of fertility and marriage in connection with the highest educational
attainment, factors of uncertainty in predicting the evolution of migration, and societal
challenges for the coming decades resulting from demographic developments.
A broader (European) view of demographic forecasting is provided by articles on the
demographic future of the European Union through Eurostat forecasts and on a new
approach to population projections at EU level.
